ARTICLE 1;: NAME, PRINCIPAL OFFICE, AND DEFINITIONS

10, Name. The name of the corporation is The Haynes Homeowners Association,
e {the *Association™).

1.2.  Principal Office. The principal office of the Association shall be located in Futon
County, Georgia, The Association may have such other offices, either within or outside the State
6fGeorgie, a5 the Board of Directors may determine or 23 the affairs of the Association may require,

1.3, Pefinitions, The words used in these By-Laws shall be given thelr normal,
commonlyuuderstood definitions. Capitatized terms shall have the same meaniog as set forth in that
Daclaration of Covenauts, Conditions, and Restrictions for The Haynes fled in the Public Records,
as it may be amended (the "Declaration™), undess the context Indivates oflerwise.

ARTICLE 2: ASSOCIATION: MEMBERSHIP, MEETINGS, QUORUM, YOTING,
PROXIES

2.1, Membership. The Association shall have two (2) classes ofmembership, Class "A®
and Cless B, as more fully set forth in the Declaration, the terms of which perfaining o
memnbership wre Incorporated by this referenoe.

22 PlaceofMeetings. Meetings of the Association shall be held at the principal office
of the Associaton or at such other suitable place convenient to the Members as the Board may
designate, either within the Propertiés or as convenient 2s is possible and practical. Meetings may
be held by meaps of telephone conforeavs, viden conforenee or similar conmunications equipment,
by means of which =il persons participating in the meeting can converse with sach other.
Pamncipation by one of these methods shall constitate presenes in porson at such mecting,

2.3, AsnusiMectings. The fisstmeeting of the Association, whether aregular or special
maeting, shall be held within one (1) vear from the date of incorporation of the Association.
Subscouent reguler shall be held anmually on & date and at a Hme st by the Board.

2.4.  Special Meetings, The president may call special mestings. b addition, it shall be
the duty of the president 1o call 4 special mesting within thirty (30) Days if so directed by resolution
of the Board or upon a petition signed by Members representing at Jeast 20% of the total Clags "A"
vites in the Associafion or upon written request of the Declarant,
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2.5, Noticeof Meetings. Writter notice stating the place, day, aud time of any mecting.
of the Members shall be delivered to cach Member entitied to vote at such mecting, not less than o
(10) nox more than sixty (60) Days before the date of such mesting, by or at the direction of the
president or the secratacy or the offivers or persons valling the meeting.

In the case of a special meeting or when otherwise required by statute or these By-Laws, the
purpose or purposes for which the fneeting is called shall be stated in the notice. No business shall
be tansacted at 2 special meoting except as stated in the notice; provided howeves, if Members
holding at least twenty percent (20%) of the Class A" voles are present af an anneal meeting, ia
person or by proxy, matters in addition to those set forth in the notice of the meeting mey be voed
upon withont further notice to the Mermbers.

2.6. Waiver of Notice, Waiver of notice ofa meeting of the Association shall be deemed
the equivalent of proper notice. Any Member may, in writing, waive notice of any meeting of the
Association, either before or after such mesting. Atlendance ot a meoting shall be desmed 2 waiver
of any objection as to notice of the time, date, and place thereof, unless specific objection as to the
lack of proper notice Is given at the time the meeting is called fo order. Atiendance 4t & special
mesting alse shall be deemed 3 waiver of notice of all business transacted at such meeting uniess an
objestion o the basis of lack of proper notice is raised before the business s put 1o & voie.

27, Adipurnment of Meetings. I any mesting of the Association cannot bo held
because 2 guorum is not present, Members or thelr proxies holding a Majority of the voiss
tepresented at such mieeting may adjourn the meeting to a time not less tan five (S nor more than
swenty (20) Days from the thme the original meeting was called. At the reconvened mesting, if e
quoram is present, auy business may be transacted which might have been transacted at the meeting
originally called. Ifa time and place for revonvening the meeting is not set by those in attepdance
at the original meeting or if for any reasen a new date is set for roconvening the meeting afier
adjournment, notice for reconvening the meeting shall be given to Membets in the manper presctibed
in Sevton 2.5, '

2.8, Voting. Thevoting rights ol the Members shall be as set forth iu the Declaration and
in these By-Laws, and such voting rights provisions are spocifically incorporated by this reference.
The Board may adopt policies and procedures regarding the methods of casting votes, such as written
Dalivis, seoret ballots or conpuler 40cess.

28, Listfor Voting. After setting a recond date for notice of a meeting, the Board shall
preparc an alphabetical Hst of the names of the Members entitled to notice of such meeting. The Hst
shall show the sddress of the Member and the number of voles sach is entifled 1o vote at the mesting,
Fhe list for voting shall be made available for inspeerion in acoordance with Georgia law,

210, Progies A? all meetings of Members, cach Member may vole in pepson (if &
vorporation, partoership, or lmnited Hability company, or trust, through any officer, director, partner,
raemiber, manager or fiduciary duly authorized to act on bebalfof the Member) or by proxy, suject
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to the Hmitations of Geargia law. Every proxy shail be in writing specifying the Homesite(s) for
which it is given, sigaed by the Mamber o such Member's duly authovized attorney-in-fact, dated,
and fited with the secretary of the Association prior to the meeting for which i is 1 be affestive,
Unless otherwise specifically provided in the proxy, a proxy shall be presumed io cover all votes
which the Member giving szmhpmxy iy entitled to vast, and in the event of any conflict between two
{2y or more proxies purportng 16 cover the same voting rights, the later dated proxy shall prevail,
or if dated as of the same date, both shall be deemed invalid. Bvery proxy shall bes revoceble and
shall automatically cease upon conveyance of sny Homesite for which it was given, of upos receipt
of notice by the secretary of the death or judicially declared incompetence of a Member who isa
nanral pesson, or of written revocation, o eleven (11) months from the date of the proxy, unless 3
shorter peried is specified in the proxy.

2.32. Conduct of Moetings. The president shall preside over all mestings of the
Association, sad the secretary shall kﬁ&p the manntes of thie reetings wnd record in 2 minute beok
4%l resolutions adopted and all other transactions ocvurring a1 such meetings.

213, Acton Withonta Meeting. Any action required of permitted by law to be mken at
a mecting of the Agsoeiation may beé taken without 2 meeting, withoul prior notice and withouta
vote, ifwritten consentspecifically sathorizing the proposed action is signed by all Members entitled
w0 vote on such matter. Such congents shall be filed with the minutes of the Association and shall
byve the same foree and effect as avole of he Members at @ meeting, Within ten (10) Days after
receiving suthorization for any action by written consent, the secretary shall give wrilien nolice to
afl Members summarizing the material feabures of the authorized action.

No Owner or resident
shall be etigible to serve as a director if any dssessment for such Qwaer's or resident's Homesile is
deliguent.

{18} years of age or oider whose prmmpal place of residence 1s 3 Homesite within the Propertivs.

MNothing hercin shall prohibit the Association from compensativg 2 ditector, or any
entity with which a divector is affiliated, for services ov supplies furnighed o the Assogiationin g
capacity other than as & director pursusst {0 2 contract or agreement with the Assoviation, provided
that such director's interest was made known to the Board prior to entering into $uch contract and
such comract was approved by a Majorly of the Board, excluding the ibiwrested divector.

3,20, Management. The Board may enmploy for the Association a professionsl management
agentor agenss at suchcompensation as the Boand may establish, 1o perform such dutiss and services.
as the Board shall suthorize. The Bowmd may delegate such powers 28 are necessary jo perfonn the
manager’s assipned duties, but shall not delegate policy-making anthority, The Declarant or an
affitiate of the Devlarant may be smployed as managing agent o7 manager.

The Board may delegate to one {1) of its sembers the authority to act on behalf of the Board
on sl matters relating to the duties of the menaging sgent or manager, if any, which might arise
between meetings of the Board.

capital improvements and the total amount of such borruwing, tog:‘:ﬁwz withall other debtinpuysd
within the previcus twelve {12) month period, exceeds or would excesd ten percent (10%) of the
fudgered gross expenses of the Association for that fiscal yeur, the Board shall obtain the approval
of Members holding at least sixty-seven percent (67%) of the total votes allocated 1o Homesites prior
10 borrowing such money.

3.23. Rightto Centtact. The Ascociation shall have the right 1o contract with any Person
for the performance of various duties and functions. This right shall include, without Emitation, the
Tight {o epter info cormmon management, operational, or other agreements with musts,
sondomininns, cooperatives, or other owners or esidents mmn&aﬁom, within and ontside the
Troperties; provided, any comupon management ageeement shall require the consent of 2 Matority
of the total munbor of divedtors of the Asspoiation,
