teachers, and PTO members!!

Back to School Night: This is a time to come and learn the in’s and out’s of your child’s
classroom and the school community. We will have the PTO available to answer any questions

and a sign up sheet for you to join their amazing group.

Corn Roast Parade: The Corn Roast Festival is held in Loveland annually. AAK participates in
the parade and loves showing off Flicker, our Dragon mascot. Students must be 8 years old or
older and must be with a parent or guardian to participate. They do not allow strollers or pets.
AAK staff will be handing out candy and goodies to those lining the city streets of Loveland.

Students have
the opportunity to raise funds for a specific cause that benefits all of the students at AAK.
During the afternoon on the scheduled day our students do laps around the parking lot with lots
of staff and family participants. We mark each lap that then turns into a math problem for our

4th and 5th graders. This is a fun event that is full of loud music, laughter, and lots of energy!!

CLC staff. You will have the chance to engage in the different clubs, meet the staff, and

experience the world of our Community Learning Center.




AAK Showcase: AAK presents arts integrated showcases twice a year. These showcases present
the integrated learning experiences of our students. Presentations may include stage
performances and/or classroom presentations. Most showcases will have scheduled

Musical Performance-Giving Thanks!: This is a whole school musical performance for our

families.

Family Lantern Walk (“Laternenumzug”): This is a German tradition that elementary school
students look forward to every November. Together with their parents or teachers, children
create their own lanterns to then walk them at night time while singing songs or just enjoying
the lights. After the walk, we'll gather for hot cocoa. It’s a wonderful way to celebrate our

community at AAK!

CLC Club Performances: Once a semester CLC clubs will present their hard work to their

families. This is an open house style event.



AAK Giving Day: Starting at the beginning of December, AAK will have a clothing drive, toy
drive, and food drive. On AAK Giving Day students will sort through the donations and prepare

them for donation drop off. Families are more than welcome to volunteer on this day!

Celebrations Around The World: Students from all grade levels will travel through the school
learning about celebrations that occur around the world. Each classroom will feature a different
project immersing the students in a new celebration. We are always looking for volunteers to

help with this event as well as share a celebration from your culture!

Polar Express Day: Students will come dressed in their comfy clothes and participate in
educational activities based on the Polar Express. Students will enjoy a cup of hot chocolate and

grade can choose to participate and will have their own category for judging.

evening.
