TIPS & TRICKS!
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MAKE SURE ENTRIES ARE:

Market quality, size and ripeness

Trimmed with correct amount of specimen required

Clean, dust and soil free

Avoid skinning or bruising

Summer squash should be handled carefully, they are easily damaged

Peas, beans, okra, cucumbers & cantaloupes should be brushed lightly

Eggplants, peppers, tomatoes & watermelon should be wiped with a soft cloth
Head lettuce, endive, cauliflower or cabbage should have spoiled portions trimmed
off. Do not wash

For beans, leave a 1/3” stem

Beets — leave a 1” top

Cucumber and squash should be picked a week ahead, kept wrapped and cool in the
refrigerator. A flower is preferred on at judging

Garlic should have %4” of roots and a 1” inch top

For onions, leave %” roots and 1” tops, leave dry skins on

Zucchini should have stem and “hair” on
