General Display - container will be provided by the Fair. Cut stems to generous length when
possible. Cut flowers must have been grown by the exhibitor. Exact number of specimens must
be adhered to. Any quantity in excess of, or less than the required number, may disqualify the
exhibit. You may use wedging (i.e. plant material, Styrofoam, bubble wrap) for posing specimens
(i.e. plant material, Styrofoam, plastic wrap). Each specimen may be judged only ONCE. The
Judge reserves the right to reclassify or move entries.

Re-cut stems underwater and stand entire stem up to the bloom in warm water overnight
in a cool place to rehydrate after picking
